Course Description:

Student Expectations:

1.  All school rules will be enforced in my classroom.  There will be no food, no drinks, no music players, and no cell phones in my classroom.  Backpacks remain outside the main door of my classroom hanging on the wall hooks. The one exception is water – feel free to bring a water bottle.

Extra Credit:

Extra credit is given on a DAILY basis is the form of stamps on your “Free Homework Pass.” Completed passes can be used for missing assignments OR extra credit at the end of the trimester. Students will receive stamps for bringing required supplies, showing altruistic behaviors that benefit peers or the classroom environment. Stamps can also be earned by providing support to the teacher or fellow students throughout the school year. 

· Grades will be posted on the wall in my classroom towards the end of the trimester. It is your responsibility to keep track of your progress in my class. Come see me during my office hours if you have concerns about your grade.

· Late work is marked down 50%!  Homework is considered late if it is turned in after the due date. You have only 1-2 days after an excused absence to make up homework. Make up tests and quizzes can be made up on your own time before or after school, or at lunch.  Talk to me about a make up time before showing up. Laboratory experiments cannot usually be made up. Alternate assignments will be given in the case of a missing “hands on” experiment.
